Dr. Biff Green has served as president of Friends University since 
April 15, 1991. Under his leadership, Friends has doubled student 
enrollment and the number of faculty members, made significant 
improvements in facilities, landscaping and technology, added several 
new buildings, restored the 120-year-old Davis Administration 
Building, and increased the endowment by more than 53 million 
dollars. 
 

During his 39 years in higher education, Dr. Green has taught and 
served in administration at independent universities such as the 
University of La Verne in La Verne, California, University of Southern 
California in Los Angeles, and Woodbury University in Burbank, 
California.  
 

Dr. Green began his post-secondary education by earning a 
bachelor’s degree in history from La Verne College in 1971.  In 1978 
he earned a master’s degree in counseling from the University of La 
Verne, and in 1981 he obtained his doctoral degree in higher 
education administration from Brigham Young University. 
 

Dr. Green is a member of the Kansas Independent College 
Association, the University Club of Wichita, and the Wichita Rotary 
Club.  He serves on the board of directors of the Wichita Chamber of 
Commerce and has served on several task force studies for the City of 
Wichita.  He is married to Binnie, and they have two daughters: Jenny, 
33, and Heather, 30 and one grandson.
