Rotary has helped reduce the spread of polio throughout the world 
since 1985 when there were 125 countries with polio cases. Today 
there are only four endemic countries. Polio eradication is within our 
grasp. But if we don’t eradicate the disease now, the risk of crippling 
and deadly polio outbreaks will continue to threaten the world’s 
children. 
 

The biggest obstacles to eradicating polio are the underfunding of the 
global initiative and insufficient political commitment from the 
remaining polio-affected countries. Rotary International believes the 
primary source for additional funds can and should be governments of 
polio-free industrialized countries. Your contribution through Rotary 
will help ensure that we keep doing our part to get the job done.  
 

Rotary's $200 Million Challenge is the Rotary Foundation's response 
to the two grants totaling $355 million from the Bill & Melinda Gates 
Foundation to help eradicate polio. Every dollar given to PolioPlus will 
be counted toward the $200 million match, which must be completed 
by 30 June 2012.
