Heather first became a member of Young Professionals of Wichita
(YPW) by default. She worked in the legal department of Koch
Industries, and her membership was free of charge. She went to the
kick off event in June of 2005 and stood there with more than 400
other people who were as intrigued with what this organization was
about as she was. Heather had lived in Wichita for three years at that
point and her circle of friends consisted solely of her co-workers. She
knew nothing of the city around her. Heather knew there had to be
more to Wichita than what she had the courage to explore on her own,
and thought that YPW might be able to show her what she had been
missing.

Fast forward four years later, she now comes to us as the director of
the organization that she looked to for guidance. It is her job to help
carry out the mission of attracting and retaining young talent to the
Wichita community.

The Wichita Metro Chamber of Commerce launched Young
Professionals of Wichita in June, 2005 and has watched it grow to
nearly 2,100 members. Currently YPW is conducting a Community
Handprint Study to find out how Wichita stacks up in the eyes of the
next generation, and what needs to happen for Wichita to become an
even more attractive city for next gen talent.
