Their Mission is to assure the safety and well-being of children and to 
create health families by providing: Assessment and Intervention 
Services; A temporary home for children at risk of abuse, neglect or 
homelessness; and Education, Prevention, and Advocacy Initiatives. 
  

The Wichita Children's Home cares for victims of abuse, 
abandonment, and neglect, as well as runaways, children facing family 
crisis, or children who may be at risk in their homes. Children and 
youth from one day to 21 years of age and their families, receive 
assistance from across the state of Kansas.
